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Yataro was born on January 9th, 1835 in Aki
Kochi, Prefecture, Japan. He was born into a
farming family with his great grandfather
and brother.
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It was on May 13th, 1870 that Mitsubishi
was founded. The logo featured three
diamonds with each of the one of the
tips connecting. This means "Three
Diamond Crest'. .
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Five facts about lwasaki Yataro

- He died at age 50 from stomach cancer.

- He at one point was thrown in jail for upetting the
authorities.

- The headquarters of Mitsubishi were moved to
Tokyo. ST
- He was dispatched to Nagasaki.
- He was later tranfered to Osaka.
